Built in 1931 for teaching metallurgy, room 197 in the Tech Arts
Building has been retrofitted as an art studio with multiple uses —
Glass Art, Sculpture, and Advanced Placement (AP) Art. The
space is divided by a partial wall, making it difficult to supervise
students. The room is often too hot or cold, as the ceiling-mounted
radiator is hard to regulate and frequently needs repair. Also,
students can miss up to 10 minutes of a 40-minute class to seek
the closest rest rooms in the North or Tower buildings, as no
student rest rooms exist in the Tech Arts Building. Originally
named the Manual Education Building, the Tech Arts Building has
not been upgraded or renovated in its 77-year history.
